1. Based on the mayor and chancellor, we will continue full remote learning for all 

students on Monday, September 21st, 2020. Blended Learning (for students 
doing part remote, part in-person learning) will not happen until October 1st for 
high schoolers. ​This means that no student will report to the building until 
Thursday, Oct 1st, 2020 if he/she is in blended learning for that week. 

2. As we constantly plan and assess, we have had to organize our ​students by 
last names​ in order to ensure better accountability of physical space and social 
distancing guidelines. OUR MODEL HAS NOT CHANGED. ​WE ARE STILL 
FOLLOWING MODEL 4A.​ However, our students have been grouped by last 
names:  
Last names A-L (Group A-Report Week 1 of Blended learning) 
Last names M-Z (Group B-Report Week 2 of Blended learning)  
Group C (regardless of last name) reports online ONLY for FULL Remote 
Learning.)  
We have started to make individual calls to any student whose reporting week 
was ​adjusted​ because of this. These designations are indicated on your class 
schedules. 
 
Blended Learning students ONLY: 
Group A: Last name A-L-Report in person-Week 1 on Thursday, Oct 1st, 2020 
Group B: Last name M-Z-Report in-person-Week 2 on Monday Oct 5th, 2020

           Group C: Learning only ONLINE every day, every week (Do not report in-person  
           at all)

Your teachers have been sending you invitation codes to your period by period Google 
Classrooms today. Please accept those individual class period invites to begin remote 
learning on Monday. Remote students will receive their invites as well and their 
teachers will discuss with them the times for synchronous (LIVE) instruction. You MUST 
be present in your classes whether you are meeting on that day in Google Meets, Zoom 
or Microsoft Teams. ​It is important that you adhere to the 2020-2021 Bell Schedule 
(attached below)​. It is important that you are in your classes to interact with your 
teachers and attend the teachers’ office hours whether they are LIVE/SYNCHONOUS 
or guided independent tasks! 
 



For fully REMOTE students who are supported by a paraprofessional,​ your paras 
have begun reaching out to you via telephone calls and Meet sessions. Please 
collaborate with your paraprofessional to ensure adequate help and guidance for online 
support of your services.
